Dear Judge Hellerstein:

We are class counsel in the above-captioned class action, whose settlement Your
Honor preliminarily certified on January 10, 2022. Dkt. 203.

On March 11, 2022, we moved for attorneys’ fees, reimbursement of litigation
expenses, and incentive awards. Dkt. 206. In connection with that motion, a
proposed order was submitted seeking, among other things, the Court’s approval
for payment of $90,197.06 from the Final Settlement Fund for Settlement
Administration Expenses that were incurred by the Settlement Administrator. Dkt.
211 94.

Although the Settlement Administrator has incurred $90,197.06 in Settlement
Administration Expenses, the Settlement Administrator has just confirmed that
$64,110 of those expenses were expenses incurred in connection with publication
of class notice in The New York Times, The Financial Times, The Wall Street
Journal, USA Today, and on the PR Newswire Internet wire service. Those
publication expenses were, pursuant to the Settlement Agreement, paid directly by
Defendants to the Settlement Administrator, and thus need not be paid out of the
Final Settlement Fund. See Dkt. 201-4 (Joint Stipulation and Settlement
Agreement) § 7.5.
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Accordingly, Class Plaintiffs are seeking the Court’s approval for payment of only
$26,087.06 in Settlement Administration Expenses out of the Final Settlement
Fund. Enclosed is a revised proposed order that incorporates those changes, along
with a redline comparison to the proposed order previously filed at Dkt. 211.
